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FOREWORD

This publication has been prepared as a basic data manual on
Arkansas’ population, social, and economic statistics for the 2000-
2007 time period. The initial study, published in 1973, concentrated
on the 1960s. Statistics are presented at the county level. Comparative
national statistics are presented when available.

Since the primary objective was to construct as comprehensive a
statistical reference as possible, the narrative is limited to analytical
comments on the most significant aspects of the data as presented in
the tables and maps. Thus, an interpretation of the data in respect to
underlying causes and implications was not undertaken, even though
it is recognized that these factors must be considered in numerous
economic and social-services planning processes.

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INTRODUCTION

This presentation and analysis of the
changes occurring within Arkansas from 2000 to
2007 as reflected by selected population, social,
economic, and related data is the fifth study on
this subject undertaken by this organization.
The initial study covered the period 1960 to
1970; the second, 1970 to 1980; the third, 1980
to 1990; and the fourth, 1990 to 2000.

The basic sources of data for the study were
the Census Bureau’s 2000 Census of Population
and Housing and the Census Bureau’s 2007
American Community Survey. In addition to
this data, statistics from the Department of
Health are a secondary source.

The American Community Survey (ACS)
collects and produces population and housing
information every year instead of every ten
years. One year estimates are only available for
geographic areas with a population of 65,000
or more (U.S. Census Bureau 2008). Only ten
of Arkansas’ counties fit this requirement, so
this presentation contains data only on these
counties and the state of Arkansas.
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Since the ACS is based on a sample, the
estimates are subject to sampling variability.
The margins of error for the estimates are
included in the Appendix. The table numbers in
the Appendix correspond to the tables within the
document. All margins of error were calculated
using a 90 percent confidence level with a
1.645 multiplier. Whenever sums, differences,
or ratios were computed, the standard error
formulas in the Accuracy 2007 document (U.S.
Census Bureau 2007) were used.

I. Population Distribution

Total Population

Arkansas’ 2007 population count was 2,834,797
reflecting an absolute growth from 2000 to 2007 of
161,397 or a percent change of 6.0 (see Table 1). The
corresponding relative increase experienced by the
United States for this same period was 7.2 percent.

For comparison, Arkansas’ relative increase in
population during the 1990s was 13.7 percent compared
to 13.2 percent for the United States.

As indicated in Table 1, the relative growth during
2000-2007 in seven of the ten counties exceeded the
state average of 6.0 percent. The growth rates in these
counties ranged from 3.4 percent in Pulaski County
to 32.4 percent in Benton County. Jefferson County
experienced a population decrease (-6.3 percent) during
this time period.

Population Per Square Mile

The 2007 counts showed that there were 54.4
persons per square mile in Arkansas (see Table 1)
compared to 85.3 persons for the United States. Of
the ten counties included in the American Community
Survey, Pulaski County had the highest density of 485.1
persons per square mile and White County had the
lowest density with 71.0 persons per square mile.

Net Migration’

During the 2000-2007 interval, there was an
estimated net in-migration of 147,903 persons coming
into Arkansas, reflecting a net in-migration rate of
5.4 percent. During the 1990-2000 interval, Arkansas
experienced an estimated in-migration of 229,734
persons. This was a 9.1 percent in-migration rate.

Nine of the ten counties experienced net in-
migration between 2000 and 2007 (see Table 2). The
rates range from 2.6 percent in Pulaski County to 26.8
percent in Benton County. Jefferson County was the
only one of the ten to experience a net out-migration,
with a rate of 6.9 percent. Jefferson County also
experienced a net out-migration (6.2 percent) in the
1990-2000 interval.

Place of Residence, 2006

Of Arkansas’ 2007 count of persons one year of age
and over, 81.2 percent were living in the same house
they occupied in 2006 (see Table 3). An additional
11.3 percent were residing in the same county but in
a different house than in 2006. Another 3.9 percent
resided in a different county within the same state, and
3.2 percent resided in a different state. The remaining
0.4 percent lived abroad in 2006.

Seven of the ten counties had relative in-movement
from other states that exceeded the state average of 3.2
percent. The in-movement rates for the counties ranged
from 1.9 percent in Saline County to 5.5 percent in
Jefferson County.

Living Arrangements

Every person is classified by the Census Bureau as
either a member of a household or a resident of group
quarters or some other nonhousehold arrangement. As
shown in Table 4, 2.8 percent (80,057) of Arkansas’ 2007
population did not reside in a household. For the nation,
those not living in households accounted for 2.7 percent
of the total population.

Age Distribution

Population by selected age groups, by sex, in 2007
is shown in Table 5. The 2007 median age of Arkansas’
population was 37.0 years, compared to 36.7 years for
the United States. In 2000, the median ages for the state
and nation were 36.0 and 35.3 years, respectively.

There was a variation in the median age within the
counties, ranging from 31.1 years in Faulkner County to
42.0 years in Garland County.

The median age of Arkansas’ female population in
2007 was 38.4 years compared to the male population’s
35.7 years, a difference of 2.7 years. A difference of 2.8
years existed in 2000, when the median ages of females
and males were 37.4 and 34.6 years, respectively.

Table 6 shows that 6.9 percent of the state’s
population was under five years of age. The relative
range among the counties surveyed was from 6.1
percent in Saline County to 8.9 percent in Washington
County. The county with the smallest number of
persons under five years of age was White County with
5,026, representing 6.8 percent of its total population.
The county with the largest number of persons under
five years of age was Pulaski County with 29,329,
representing 7.8 percent of its total population.

Persons 65 years and over numbered 397,936
and accounted for 14.0 percent of the total population
of Arkansas in 2007. Within the counties, the percent
of the total population aged 65 years and over ranged
from 9.5 percent in Faulkner County to 14.7 percent in
Garland County (see Table 6).

Between 2000 and 2007, Arkansas’ population
aged 65 years and over increased by 23,917 people or
6.4 percent, compared to 8.1 percent for the nation (see
Table 7).

The state’s male population age 65 and over
increased 10.2 percent (15,697), and the female
population increased 3.7 percent (8,220). Jefferson
County had a decrease of 7.4 percent in the total
population 65 years and over between 2000 and 2007.
All nine other counties had a relative increase, ranging
from 3.2 percent in Sebastian County to 24.1 percent in
Saline County.

Population by Race

The 2007 racial distribution of Arkansas’ population
(Table 8) indicated 78.6 percent of the state’s population
was white, 15.6 percent was black, 4.1 percent was other
one race, and 1.7 percent was made up of two or more
races together. For the United States, the population
was 73.9 percent white, 12.4 percent black, 11.5 percent
other one race, and 2.2 percent was made up of two
or more races. (“Other One Race” includes: American
Indian and Alaska Native, Asian, Native Hawaiian and
Other Pacific Islander, and “Some Other Race”).

In two of the counties, whites accounted for more
than 90 percent of the total population. These counties
were: Saline County and White County, both with a 92.5
percent white population.

Two of the counties had black proportions of their
total population exceeding the state average of 15.6
percent. These counties were: Jefferson County with
52.0 percent and Pulaski County with 34.7 percent.

Between 2000 and 2007, the state’s white
population increased by 4.1 percent (88,160), or from
2,138,598 to 2,226,758 (see Table 9). Its nonwhite
population increased by 13.7 percent from 534,802 in
2000 to 608,039 in 2007. These numbers indicated that
the nonwhite share of the population had increased from
20.0 percent in 2000 to 21.4 percent in 2007.

White population increases were recorded in eight
of the ten counties and ranged from 5.3 percent for
Sebastian County to 21.1 percent in Benton County.
Absolute changes ranged from 4,792 in Garland County
to 29,470 in Benton County. The two counties recording
a decrease in the white population were: Jefferson
(-13.7 percent) and Pulaski (-1.1 percent). Among
the ten counties, none had a decrease in its nonwhite
population. Benton County experienced the largest gain
in nonwhite population—20,231 persons.




Population in Households

Table 10 indicates that in 2007 there were 2.50
persons per household in Arkansas, compared to 2.61 in
the United States. In 2000, the figures were 2.49 for the
state and 2.59 for the nation. Six counties had household
sizes equal to or larger than the state average. The range
for these counties was from 2.54 persons per housechold
in Sebastian County to 2.73 persons per household in
Benton County.

Households by Type of
Household Head

All households are classified as either family or
nonfamily units.? In 2007, 68.6 percent of Arkansas’
1,102,734 households consisted of family units, while
the other 31.4 percent were nonfamily units (see Table
11). Compared to 2000, these data indicate a 3.3 percent
increase in the number of family units and an 11.7
percent increase in nonfamily units. The percent of U.S.
households in family units was 66.8 percent, which is
less than Arkansas’ 68.6 percent. The percentage of
nonfamily units was greater for the nation (33.2) than for
the state (31.4).

Of Arkansas’ 756,113 families, 75.4 percent were
married couple families, 5.9 percent had male heads with
no spouse present, and 18.7 percent had female heads
with no spouse present. The percentage of married
couple families varied from 61.2 percent in Jefferson
County to 82.0 percent in Benton County. The percent
of families with female heads ranged from 12.3 percent
in Benton County to 35.2 percent in Jefferson County.

Family household units as a percent of all
households ranged from 34.5 percent in Garland County
to 74.6 percent in Benton County.

Households by Type and
Presence of Own Children?

Table 12 reflects a 2007 Arkansas household
count of 1,102,734. The distribution of this count
by household type indicates that 51.7 percent of
the households were represented by married-couple
families, 4.1 percent were family households headed
by males with no wife present, 12.8 percent were
family households headed by females with no husband

present, and the remaining 31.4 percent were nonfamily
households. The national household distribution
percentages were 49.7, 4.6, 12.5, and 33.2, respectively.

Families in which own children were present made
up 30.4 percent of Arkansas households in 2007 (see
Table 12). Of these 335,310 families, 67.0 percent
were married couple families, 6.7 percent were families
headed by males with no wife present, and 26.3 percent
were families headed by females with no husband
present. The national distribution pattern for this group
was: 68.8, 7.3, and 23.9 percent, respectively.

Status of Persons 65 Years of
Age and Over Residing in Family
and Nonfamily Households

and in Group Quarters

In 2007, 64.4 percent (256,372 persons) of Arkansas’
population 65 years or over (397,936) resided in family
households, 30.1 percent (119,592) in nonfamily
households, and the remaining 5.5 percent (21,972) in
group quarters (see Table 13). The national residence
distribution was 65.3 percent, 29.8 percent, and 4.9
percent, respectively.

In evaluating the significance of the sex distribution
in relation to the several categories of residential
situations, it should be noted that in 2007 females
accounted for 57.2 percent of the state’s 397,936 persons
65 years of age and over.

Also of significance is the fact that females
accounted for 71.3 percent of Arkansas’ nonfamily
household head total of 115,527.

Educational Attainment

Table 14 contains data on educational attainment
for the population 25 years and over. In 2007, 81.1
percent of Arkansas’ population age 25 and over was
a high school graduate or higher and 19.3 percent had
received a bachelor’s degree or higher. For the United
States, the corresponding percentages were 84.5 and
27.5, respectively. In comparison to 2000 data, the 2007
data indicated that the percent of Arkansans age 25 and
over completing high school increased by 5.8 percentage
points and the percent with a bachelor’s degree or
higher increased by 2.7 percentage points. Similarly, a




comparison of the 2000 and 2007 national data show that
4.1 percent more of the population 25 years of age and
over had graduated from high school and an additional
3.0 percent had attained a bachelor’s degree or higher.

Within the counties, the percent completing high
school ranged from 80.9 percent in Jefferson County
to 88.2 percent in Pulaski County. The percent with a
bachelor’s degree or higher ranged from 15.4 percent in
Jefferson County to 32.1 percent in Pulaski County.

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Ill. Labor Force and Economic Characteristics

Dependency Ratios

In 2007, there were 63.4 dependents per 100 workers
in Arkansas and 58.9 dependents per 100 workers in
the nation (see Table 15). The dependency ratio* in the
state’s counties ranged from 51.8 in Faulkner County to
74.7 in Garland County.

In 2007, there were 40.4 youths per 100 workers in
Arkansas, compared to 38.9 in the nation. Within the
counties, the youth dependency ratio ranged from 37.3 in
Faulkner County to 45.0 in Benton County.

Arkansas’ 2007 old-age dependency ratio was 22.9
dependents aged 65 and over per 100 workers. The
corresponding national figure was 19.9. There was
considerable variation in this ration among the counties,
ranging from 14.5 in Faulkner County to 37.0 in
Garland County.

Civilian Labor Force and
Employment Status

Table 16 indicates that Arkansas’ 2007 civilian
employment totaled 1,239,386. This represents an
increase of 65,987 or 5.6 percent increase from the
2000 employment count of 1,173,399. The nation’s
employment count increased by 9.9 percent during the
same period. In 2007, 7.2 percent of Arkansas’ civilian
labor force was unemployed compared to 6.3 percent of
the nation’s civilian labor force.

Of Arkansas’ 2007 employment count of 1,239,386,
3.4 percent were employed in agricultural industries and
96.6 percent in nonagricultural industries. Employment
in manufacturing accounted for 15.1 percent of the
state’s total employment. For the nation, 1.8 percent
of the civilian employment was in agricultural and
98.2 percent was in nonagricultural industries, while
manufacturing employment represented 11.3 percent of
the total employment.

Arkansas’ manufacturing employment decreased
from 227,187 in 2000 to 187,696 in 2007, reflecting a
decrease of 17.4 percent. Manufacturing employment
as a share of the state’s total employment decreased
from 19.4 percent in 2000 to 15.1 percent in 2007. At
the county level, this share ranged from 5.4 percent in
Pulaski County to 24.7 percent in Sebastian County.

Agricultural employment in Arkansas decreased
from 43,665 in 2000 to 42,330 in 2007 or by 1,335 (3.1
percent). The relative share of agricultural employment
in the state’s total employment declined from 3.7 to
3.4 percent between 2000 and 2007. Agricultural
employment shares of total employment ranged from
0.5 percent in Pulaski County to 4.8 percent in White
County. White County is the only one of the ten
counties that exceeded the state average of 3.4 percent.

Employment by Class of Worker

Table 17 shows the number of persons employed in
Arkansas by class of worker. Of the 2007 employment
total of 1,239,386, 76.5 percent were private wage and
salary workers, compared to 78.6 percent for the nation.
Federal, state, or local government workers comprised
16.0 percent of the state’s employment total compared
to a national figure of 14.5 percent. In the state, 7.3
percent were classified as self-employed as were 6.7
percent in the nation. The remaining 0.2 percent in both
the state and nation represented unpaid family workers.

Place of Work and Means
of Transportation

Table 18 indicates that of the Arkansans who
reported their place of work in 2007, 76.3 percent stated
that they worked in their county of residence, 20.2
percent stated that they worked in their state of residence
but outside their county of residence, and the remaining
3.6 percent reported that they worked outside their state
of residence.

The percent of Arkansans working outside their
county of residence ranged from 5.3 percent in Pulaski
County to 58.5 percent in Saline County. The state
average was 23.7 percent.

The means of transportation to work for 1,209,981
Arkansas workers age 16 and over is shown in Table 19.
The data indicated that 92.9 percent of all workers drove
to work either alone or in carpools, 0.5 percent used
public transportation, 1.6 percent walked, 1.5 percent
used other means of transportation, and the remaining
3.5 percent worked at home. The average travel time to
work for Arkansas is 21 minutes.

Income? of Families by
Selected Income Classes

In 2006, 83.5 percent of the nation’s families had
incomes of $25,000 and above; by contrast 76.3 percent
of Arkansas’ families were in this group. The lowest
income interval reflected that 6.1 percent of Arkansas’
families and 4.5 percent of the nation’s families had
incomes of $9,999 or less in 2006.

Table 20 shows that within the ten counties, the
percent of families with incomes of $9,999 or less
ranged from 4.2 in Washington County to 10.1 in
Jefferson County.

Median Income

Arkansas’ median family income® in 2006 was
$47,021 (see Table 21), which was 76.9 percent of the
nation’s median family income figure of $61,173.

Arkansas’ median income for unrelated individuals’
was $20,946 in 2006 compared to $30,909 for the United
States, reflecting a state to nation ratio of 67.8 percent.
The state’s 2006 median household income of $38,134
was 75.2 percent of the nation’s median household
income of $50,740.

Median family income in 2006 ranged from $43,080
in White County to $60,547 in Saline County.

Household Income by Income Type

The following tabular insert compares Arkansas to
the U.S. in the percent of total households that received
income from selected sources. County data for the state
may be found in Table 22.

The data indicate that the proportion of households
receiving wage and salary income was lower for the state
than for the nation. The proportion receiving income
from self-employment was slightly lower for the state
than the nation. Compared to the nation, Arkansas had
a higher percentage of households with Social Security
income and lower percentages of households with
retirement and Public Assistance income.

Poverty Status in 2006 of Families

Table 23 shows the poverty status of families by
family type categorized by the number and percent in
poverty in 2006.

The data reflect that 13.7 percent (103,529) of
Arkansas’ families had income below the poverty level,
compared to the corresponding national figure of 9.5
percent. Families headed by a female with no spouse
present had a poverty rate more than five times that of
married couples (39.8 vs. 6.9) and twice that of families
headed by males with no spouse present (18.6 percent).
In the ten counties, the percent of families with incomes
below the poverty level ranged from 9.2 percent in
Saline County to 19.4 percent in Jefferson County.

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Poverty Status in 2006 by
Presence and Age of Related
Children in Families

Of Arkansas’ 2006 family total of 756,113, 49.3
percent were families with one or more children under
18 years of age who were related to the head of the
family. Of these 372,860 families, 83,503 or 22.4
percent had incomes in 2006 that were below the poverty
level. For the nation, the comparable proportion was
14.9 percent.

An age distribution of related children in the state’s
families whose income was below the poverty level
shows that 19.6 percent (16,402) of the families had
children that were under five years of age only, 53.4
percent (44,570) had children in the five to seventeen
years of age group, and the remaining 27.0 percent
(22,531) of the families had children in both age groups
(see Table 24).

The 2006 relative distribution of the state’s families
with related children whose income was below the
poverty level varied from 15.3 percent in Saline County
to 33.5 percent in Jefferson County.

Poverty Status in 2006 of the
Population 65 Years and Over in 2007

Table 25 shows poverty data for the elderly by age.
Overall, 12.1 percent of the state’s population aged 65
years and over in 2007 had incomes below the poverty
level in 2006 as compared to 9.5 percent in the United
States. The percent of the 65 and over population in
poverty ranged from 4.2 percent in Saline County to 12.0
percent in Sebastian County.

V. Housing Characteristics

Housing Units by Type of Structure

Single unit households accounted for 67.4 percent
of the nation’s 2007 total housing inventory, structures
with two or more units accounted for 25.8 percent, and
mobile homes, trailers, or other structures accounted for
6.8 percent.

The relative distribution for Arkansas was
considerably different from that of the nation. Of
the state’s 1,287,472 total housing units, 72.4 percent
(932,280) were single unit houses, 14.7 percent
(189,435) were structures with two or more units, and
12.9 percent (165,757) were mobile homes, trailers,
or other types of structures. County data are shown in
Table 26.

Total Occupied Housing Units

Table 27 shows that 67.7 percent of Arkansas’
occupied housing units were owner-occupied, compared
to 67.2 percent for the nation. Renter-occupied housing
units made up 32.3 percent of the state’s occupied
housing units and 32.8 percent in the nation. Among
the counties, the percent of owner-occupied units ranged
from 59.1 percent in Washington County to 76.5 percent
in Saline County.

The median value of owner-occupied units in
Arkansas was $101,000 in 2007 and $194,300 for the
nation. Median contract rent was $421 for Arkansas and
$661 for the United States. Within the state, median
values for owner-occupied units ranged from $69,400
in Jefferson County to $163,200 in Benton County. The
median contract rent varied from $410 in Sebastian
County to $542 in Benton County.

Plumbing Facilities and
Persons Per Room

The data in Table 28 indicate that 0.6 percent of
Arkansas’ 2007 occupied housing units lacked complete
plumbing for exclusive use®, compared to 0.4 percent
for the United States. The range within the ten counties
was 0.2 percent in Craighead, Jefferson, and Sebastian

Counties to 1.4 percent in Washington County.

There were 1.01 or more persons per room in 2.3
percent of the state’s and 3.0 percent of the nation’s
2007 occupied housing units. In the ten counties, the
percent ranged from 0.8 in Saline County to 4.3 in
Jefferson County.

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VI. Vital Statistics

Infant Mortality Rate and
Crude Death Rate

The 2007 infant mortality rate® for Arkansas was 7.7
deaths per 1000 live births. This rate reflects a decline
from the 2000 level. The rate in 2000 was 8.2 deaths per
thousand live births. The county range for this rate was
from 4.3 in Garland County to 14.1 in Craighead County.
Regarding county rates shown in Table 29, the user is
cautioned to consider the adequacy of the number of
infant deaths and births used in deriving these rates.

The infant mortality rate was considerably higher
for nonwhites than whites, 11.3 vs. 6.5. Saline County
had the highest infant mortality rate for nonwhites (21.7
deaths), and Craighead County had the highest infant
mortality rate for whites (14.9 deaths).

The 2007 crude death rate for Arkansas, 9.8 deaths
per thousand population, was a decline from the 2000
rate of 10.5 deaths per thousand population.

The county range in crude death rates (see Table 30)
was 6.2 deaths per thousand population in Washington
County to 12.9 in Garland County.

Fertility Rate and Crude Birth Rate

In 2000, Arkansas’ crude birth rate was almost
identical to that of the United States—14.1 and 14.7
births per thousand persons, respectively. By 2007, the
crude birth rate increased slightly for Arkansas with 14.6
births per thousand persons and dropped slightly for the
U.S. to 13.9 births.

As shown in Table 31, the range in the crude birth
rates for the ten counties was from 12.1 in Garland
County to 17.7 in Washington County. In addition to
Washington County, four other counties had birth rates
that exceeded the state average; they were: Benton (16.6),
Craighead (15.5), Pulaski (16.1), and Washington (17.7).

The 2007 fertility rate for Arkansas was higher than
the nation’s—60.0 births per thousand females 15-
50 years of age compared to 55.0 births per thousand
in the nation (see Table 31). Since 2000, the fertility
rates for both the state and nation have dropped, but the
U.S.’s fertility rate dropped well below its 2000 level

and became lower than Arkansas’ fertility rate. The
2000 rates for the state and nation were 67.1 and 67.5,
respectively. If the ratio of the state’s fertility rate to
that of the nation is considered, this ratio was higher in
2007 than 2000—1.091 compared to .9943.

The fertility rate range among the ten counties is
significant, from 47.8 births per thousand females 15-
50 in Faulkner County to 69.5 births per thousand in
Washington County.

Rate of Natural Increase

The rates of natural increase' are computed on
a mid-decade population base. The data show that
Arkansas’ rate of natural increase from 2000-2007
was 0.5 percent, compared to 3.7 percent in the 1990s.
Within the counties, the rate of natural increase ranged
from 0.4 percent in Saline County to 1.3 percent in
Washington County. Jefferson County was the only one
of the ten to experience a natural decrease (an excess of
deaths over births).

Net migration is computed as the difference between the 8
“actual population” and the “expected population” at

the end of a specific time period. Expected population

is the total of the population at the beginning of the

time period and the amount of natural increase (excess

of birth over deaths) over the time period. A migration 9
rate is computed by dividing the net migration total for a

time interval by the mid-period population estimate.

The Bureau of the Census defines the two types of

households as follows: “A family head is a household 10

head living with one or more persons related to him
or her by blood, marriage, or adoption. A primary
individual is a household head living alone or with

nonrelatives only.”

The Census Bureau defines “own children” as sons and
daughters, including stepchildren and adopted children,
who are single (never married) and under 18 years of age.

The dependency ratio is the number of dependents per
hundred workers. The number of dependents is usually
defined as all persons except those 18-64 years of age,
who comprise the workers. In some instances both
youth and old-age dependency ratios are computed.
The youth ratio numerator is the population 0-17 years
of age, and the old-age numerator is the population 65
years of age and over.

Income is measured over the past 12 months from the
survey date. Thus, the income is reported as 2006

income.

The median income is the amount which divides the
distribution into two equal groups, one having incomes
above the median and the other having incomes below
the median.

According to the Bureau of the Census, “an unrelated
individual is (1) a householder living alone or with
nonrelatives only, (2) a household member who is not
related to the householder, or (3) a person living in group
quarters who is not an inmate of an institution.” Income
statistics include only those unrelated individuals 15
years of age and over.

The category “complete plumbing for exclusive use”
consists of units which have hot and cold piped water, a
flush toilet, and a bathtub or shower inside the housing
unit for the exclusive use of the occupants of the unit.

An infant mortality rate is defined as the number of
infant deaths during a year per thousand live births
during the same year. Infants are defined as those
persons in the first year of life.

Natural increase is defined as the excess of births over

deaths for a given population over a specific time period.
